METHODOLOGY:

Data NOT having been recorded in the DataBase:

-All kinds of NON “terrorism related incidents”

-All kinds of criminal activities (robbery, mugging, family disputes, suicides, criminal group’s and/or local mafia’s “settling of scores”...

-All non elucidated crimes and/or deaths...(i.e.: dead unidentified bodies discoveries, etc.)

Data entry method:

When a commune is named:
- The location itself and a range of 30 to 50 km should be considered.

When no numbers given in an incident (i.e.: “several”):
- The number “3” is recorded.

Security Forces includes:

- Police, Gendarmerie Nationale, Algerian National and Popular Army (ANP), armed patriots-GLD’s (Groupe Légitime Défense)

Abducted civilians or Security Forces members:
- 50% accounted for dead (statistically, abducted people have been found dead within the next few days after the incident)

Wounded terrorists:
-50% of all reported wounded terrorists in a direct fire exchanges have been accounted as “captured”.

Incidents involving explosives (of all kinds):

-“1” refers to one incident involving explosives and not the number of explosive devices detonated/discovered or disarmed.

This morning a suicide bomber targeted the headquarters of the Gendarmerie in Ait Aissi, 15 km south of Tizi Ouzou, the attack occurred at about 4am. A
vehicle laden with explosives rammed into the main entrance of the building detonating causing an extensive amount of damage to the area. The Mayors
and offices of the local communal guards were also damaged. First reports are there is at least one person killed and eight Policemen seriously wounded.
The attack comes in an atmosphere of relative calm. It also marks the return of the suicide attacks, which maybe a change in tactics for the GSPC as this
does not involve direct contact with the security forces using large scale amounts of manpower.
